LABE WORKS TO REACH, RENDER, AND REWARD

 

A once vibrant organization, the Louisiana Association of Business Educators (LABE) fell dormant for a number of years until a small group of committed business educators sought to revive it. That was five years ago, and because the spirit of Louisiana's business educators is strong, LABE has resurrected its executive board, annual conference, awards, and scholarships.

 

The "new" LABE is comprised of members working to reach all business educators in Louisiana through multiple means. Because many members are also FBLA advisers, we are using our FBLA partnerships as a network to reach business educators who may not know who we are or what we do. In addition to working through FBLA networks, we have had success reaching beyond middle and high schools into technical/community colleges and universities. Since our resurrection several years ago, the number of postsecondary representatives holding office has grown from one to four, and, geographically, our officers now hail from north, central, southwest, and southeast areas of the state.

 

Like all professional associations, we seek to render a network of business educators to promote the discipline, engage in professional development, and advocate against the stigmas and stereotypes erroneously associated with career and technical education. One strategy for this is our annual state conference held each spring. In 2019, we highlighted as keynote speakers the vice president of Louisiana's Board of Elementary and Secondary Education and the Louisiana Department of Education's director for career and technical education. This gave business educators opportunities to share, question, and educate both elected and appointed officials on what business education is and could be for Louisiana's children and economy. We look forward to recreating this opportunity at the 2020 state conference.

 

Finally, we seek to reward outstanding business educators and promising future business professionals. Each year, we recognize a business teacher of the year and award a limited number of scholarships to graduating high school seniors who have declared college majors in business-related fields. We recognize that ensuring longevity starts with engaging the next generation.

 

Our work, just like the work of all other state chapters, continues. We welcome colleagues from other state chapters to our state conference, and we would gladly accept invitations to your conferences. Imagine the power, possibility, and potential if we found more opportunities to ban together for the common cause of promoting business education. Join us, won't you?
